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Why Can’t | Use Multiple Instances of
Message Capture at the Same Time?

If multiple Message Cap-
ture samples are running
at the same time on the
same machine, only one
instance is getting mes-
sages from the printer
driver. This is normal
behavior, because the
Message Capture sam-
ple doesn't send forward

messages, so the sec-
ond Message capture
won't get any message
from the printer driver.
Let's see the following
situation on an XP oper-
ating system: Usert
starts the PIPE Message
Capture  Sample, and
switches to User2. |If

User2 prints, all mes-
sages are received to
User? instead of User2.
User2 will only get mes-
sages if User1 closes the
PIPE Message Capture
Sample first.

How to Set Common Printer Driver Settings

Depending on a Physical Printer

There can be cases
when you want the exact
same output with the
Black Ice printer as from
a physical printer in your
office  without using
printer redirection. For
example:

1. You print a word docu-
ment to a physical printer
in your office and to the
Black Ice Color printer

2. Later, you print the jpg
fle generated by the
Black Ice Color printer
driver to the same physi-

cal printer as before

You want to get the
same content, pixel for
pixel, on both printed
papers.

To create the exact
same output you need to
set the common settings
of the Black lce printer
depending on the physi-
cal printer being used.
The following steps on
page 2 show you how to
set the printer driver pro-
grammatically in C++:

For the entire source

code, see the Transfer-
Settings function of the
“‘Setup Redirect Printing”
C++ Sample in the
printer driver resource
toolkit. If you call the
TransferSettings function
before printing to the
Black lce printer, the
Black Ice printer sets its
settings depending on
the physical printer. If
you then print the JPG to
the same physical printer,
the printing output will be
the same as the docu-
ment you printed directly
to the physical printer.

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How to Set Parameters for the Start Application Feature
Programmatically in C#

You can customize the parameter list of the start application feature easily using the SetStartApplicationParamCode
method of the BlacklceDEVMODE .ocx. You can pass a maximum of 7 command line arguments to a started appli-
cation: document name, group file hame, printer name, number of pages, multipage, orientation and a custom text
parameter. You can enable/disable and set the order of the command line parameters with the SetStartApplication-
ParamCode method. Every parameter has a code:

document name
group file name
printer name
number of pages
multipage
orientation
customparameter

If you want to disable a parameter, the parameter code is the second parameter. If you want to set a parameter’s
position in the argument list, the parameter code is the third. It could be a little confusing, but this newsletter should
help make it clear.

To disable a parameter (for example document name), you should call the SetStartApplicationParamCode like this:

To set the second parameter to group file name, you should call the SetStartApplicationParamCode like this:

The following C# example demonstrates how to pass a custom text (in this example “test param”) to the start appli-
cation as the first command line argument, and the printer name as the second parameter:
